Using the: ITM Web Site, I-SAN and the I-SANweb System

Note:  This Exercise/Guide will show you:  how to use the International Training Management (ITM) Web Site, how to access the International Security Assistance Network (I-SAN), and how to use the I-SANweb system.  Please take your time and follow the step by step instructions that are provided.

Part 1.  Using the International Training Management (ITM) Web Site

The International Training Management (ITM) Web Site provides access to a very wide range of resource materials that cover the management of international military training.  We suggest you create a shortcut on your duty station computer so that you can use this web site as a portal to access all other international training web sites.  The internet address is;  http://www.disam.dsca.mil/itm.
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Double-click on the ITM Web Site shortcut.

If you have not previously read the International Training Management Web Page, do so at this time.  Be sure to scan the content of the large red bordered box so that you will get an idea of the overall content of the site.  

Note:  Many documents provided in the ITM web site require Adobe Acrobat Reader to view them.  The ITM Home Page explains how to get Adobe Acrobat Reader.    

International Training Management (ITM) Web Site Content

Scroll down to the large Red menu box and, in the upper left corner: 
Click on References.  Click on Security Assistance Management Manual (SAMM).  Click on Chapter 10 International Training.  Try to answer the following questions.

Click on Back until you return to the International Training Management References page.  Scan the rest of the reference publication titles to see what is available.
Remember:  If, at any time, the Back (or Forward) button is not active (grayed out), close the screen that is open by clicking on the X in the upper right corner of the screen to close that screen.

Click on Back to return to the International Training Management main page.

In the red box, click on Messages.  
Under DSCA Training Policy Memorandums, 
Click on 06-09 -- Revised Authorized Baggage Policy. What weight limit, per bag, do most airlines start charging extra for? ___________________________ 
Click Back to return to the Policy and Procedures Messages Page.

Click on 07-21 – Medical Policy (Jul 07), Scan the newly released Medical Policy issued by DSCA.
Click Back to return to the Policy and Procedures Messages Page.

Scan the titles of other messages provided; remember this valuable collection of training policy.  
Click on Back until you return to the International Training Management main page.

Click on Articles.  
Scan the titles of the articles that provide extensive coverage of international training subjects.  Click on International Student Guide to the American Culture (Dec 2000).  This article is an excellent intercultural presentation for an international military student going to the U.S.  
What school is the author, Mr. Krausman, the IMSO at? _____________________________________
Click on Back until you return to the International Training Management main page.

Click on Events--Dates.  What was the date of this year’s Combatant Command TPMR conference for your country? _____________________________
Click on Back until you return to the International Training Management main page.

Under International Military Student, click on General Information.  
Click on the NEW Information USA link an excellent source of information on the U.S.  Scan the various topics that are available.

 Click on Back until you return to the International Training Management main page.

Under Functional Areas, click on Health Affairs. 
Click on Health Insurance for IMS and/or Family Members. Will most short-term policies (15 days to 6 months) cover pregnancy and pre-existing conditions? _______.  What about long-term policies (15 days to 3 years)? _______ 
Click on Back until you return to the International Training Management main page.

Click on Back until you return to the ITM page.

Other Important S.A. Training Links
Scroll to the top of the ITM web page.  In the first line, Systems:  links are provided to the major systems used fro security cooperation training management. The most important link here for you is the I-SAN. 

In the second line, Organizations:  click on SATFA, NETSAFA, AFSAT, SCETC, Coast Guard, SATMO, and DLIELC.  These are the principle S. A. training organization web sites and provide a wealth of information about training provided by those respective military services or organizations. 

The third line, Catalogs:  provides links to some MILSVC formal training catalogs.  Note that some of these sites (e.g. AFSAT) require user credentials to access the site and may not be accessible from non .mil addresses.
Click on the Back button as needed to return to the International Training Management page, so that you can go to the next web site.  

Searching for S.A. Training Web Sites

You can use the various Internet Search web sites to find our S.A. Training web sites.  

For instance, type in the address for Google, http://www.google.com in your Browser’s address block and press Enter. 
Type in DLIELC in the Google search block and click on Search. 

The first item found should be the DLIELC Home page, etc.

The point is that established Internet Search sites can also provide information to answer your questions.

Do a Google search for “International Training Management” (with quotation marks).

Searching within the ITM Web Site

Click on SEARCH in the fourth line at the top of the ITM web page.  Type in the item you wish to search for, and select “ITM” on the box labeled “indexes to search” and click Search.  Example, typing Vetting finds several pages student vetting is mentioned.  Using quotation marks will limit the search to the exact expression.  
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Part 2.  Using the International Security Assistance Network (I-SAN)
This portion of the Guide will show you how to use the basic functions of the I-SAN (International Security Assistance Network).  It will show you the basic steps that you must be able to accomplish in order to access your training program data.  The ISAN can be accessed on any computer that provides access to the Internet.  For registration on the ISAN, contact your SAO office, they can request registration.  
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Log on the I-SAN
Note:  The I-SAN Internet address is:  https://san.osd.mil/isan/login.  Remember that there are two Internet addresses for the I-SAN.  If you are not able to access the I-SAN at the previous address, try the following https://idss.ida.org/isan/login.  Please note that the I-SAN is simply a web site, and as such, you can access it from any computer that has access to the Internet -- even from your computer at home.  
When you are registered on the I-SAN, your Username will normally be your first initial and last name.  Your Password will have at least 8 characters with:  upper and lower case alpha characters, numerics, and special characters.

Enter your Username and Password.  
Your Username is NOT case-sensitive.

Your Password IS case-sensitive.

IMPORTANT - Remember that you are only allowed three attempts to log on to the I-SAN.  After your third unsuccessful attempt, your account will be locked out for 60 minutes!  You will either need to wait, or have an I-SAN administrator “re-set” your account for you, so if you’re unsuccessful on your second attempt in class, please get a DISAM instructor to help you before you making your third attempt! 
Click on Submit login request.  
Special Notice Screen
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Read the Special Notice screen for important information dealing with the I-SAN and associated programs.  

Click on Continue to access the main menu. 

Main Menu
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To select items on the ISAN, click once on the hyperlinked item.  

Use the Forward and Back buttons of your browser to easily navigate the ISAN screens.

Updating Your User Information

If you have not entered your User Information as shown in the following example, please do so at this time.  It is extremely important that you do this.  
Click on User Information on the I-SAN main menu. 

Click on Change your user information.

Update (change) your user information screen as shown in the following example.  Please follow the notes listed below and enter your personal information as explained.
1.  Make all entries in CAPS, except for E-mail address.  

2.  Your Password must be 12-15 characters:  with at least 2 upper case, 2 lower case, 2 numbers and 2 special characters..

3.  In the SAN Affiliation-Organization block enter the name of your U.S. in-country organization.

4.  You do not have to enter an Express Mail Address.  

5.  In the Email Address block enter your complete E-Mail address.  This should be the E-Mail address for your primary E-Mail system that you use on a daily basis.  You MUST enter your E-mail address.

This is also the form you will use to update your Password at least every 60 days.

After making all changes, click on Done to save the changes.

Click on the Back button until you return to the I-SAN Web main menu.
Using the Training Function
The Training function provides access to the ISAN Web.  This is where you have access to your actual Training Program data for your individual country and military services (i.e. Standardized Training List - STL data) and the complete list of all available U.S. training (Military Articles and Services List - MASL data).  

Click on Training from the I-SAN main menu.
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International Training Management Web Site link will take you directly to the ITM website illustrated in Part 1 of this exercise.
Remember that the International Training Management Web Site provides an excellent portal for access to all international training management organizations, their web sites, and every published article/reference on U.S. security assistance or international training.  You have already used this web site in the first part of this exercise.
Part 3: Using the I-SANweb (For Host Nation Students)  

What happened to I-TMS?.  

The International version of the Training Management System (I-TMS) is no longer supported.  All country training program information, student information and training catalog data is now available online only via the I-SANweb. 

I-SANweb

The ISAN Training Web function provides on-line access to a country’s training program data as well as the training MASL listing of all courses.  It provides access to current status information on the student, as that information is being entered by the U.S. MILDEP country manager, the International Military Student Office at the student’s training location, and the SAO.
(Be Aware: The I-SANweb is new and enhancements are continually being made to it.  As a result, the web page may not appear EXACTLY as outlined in the following illustrations.)

Click on ISAN Web 
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The ISAN Web home page appears.  On this screen, you’ll see: 

1. A menu bar containing “Site”, “My Options” and “Reports”

2. A welcome message with your name, your service, and your country’s price category.
3. A time and date indicating when the SAN was last updated with information from DSAMS.

4. A time and date indicating when the next update of the SAN will occur.

Click on Site, then Home
Viewing Your Country Training Program
Click on Reports.   The following menu will appear:
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Click on Single Country   The following menu will appear:
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From this menu, you can select a variety of reports that give you information about your country’s training program.  These reports all use information from the same database, but present sort and filter the data in a number of pre-defined ways to create the “Detail” reports listed above. 
Note: Some of the reports listed in the “Detailed” areas are not yet active.  There are currently no reports available in the “Summary” area.
In this exercise, we’ll focus on just one report – the STL w/Remarks , or “Standardized Training List with remarks” report. This report includes most of the important information about your country’s training program, and can be filtered in a number of ways to show you only the information you need. 
Click on Country STL (remarks) in the Detailed Reports section.

The Single Country Report: Country STL (Remarks) screen is provided to allow you to select the Country Training Program data that you want to see.  You may want to see the data for just your current year IMET program or for a specific FMS Case.  Also, you may want to choose which of your Country’s Services to view.
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From top left to bottom right, the selection blocks on this screen are: 
First Block -- Country (Countries that are assigned to you.)

Second Block – Case ID (07I001, TAB001, etc..) or Price yr (2006, 2007 etc.); 

Third Block – Implementing Agency (B-Army, D-Air Force, P-Navy) which are the codes representing the US service providing the training.
Fourth Block – Training Track Type (Type of Track: Student, MTT/MET Team training etc.)
Fifth Black – Program Type (IMET= 1-Year Intl. Military Education and Training (grant), FMS= Foreign Military Sales etc.)
Normally, you will limit your data selection to your Country Code and an IMET Program Year or an FMS Case.  But, by using various selection criteria, you could look at only Army Training (by entering IA = B), all FMS training (by selecting Program Type=FMS), or all training that takes place in  fiscal year 2007 (by entering 2007 in the Price Year field). 
The only required entry is your country, so for now, select your Country from the Country pull-down menu and, to keep the report from being too big, enter “2007” in Price Year
Click on Go.

You will receive a report showing training that is scheduled for FY 2007.
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Note:  There is a data element dictionary provided at the end of this document that provides definitions of all the various codes shown in the above report.
Try searching this document for “DISAM”. How many students from your country are listed for DISAM training here in Dayton, Ohio? _________.  Are there any DISAM “METS” (Mobile Education Team training) scheduled for your country this year?________________.
What is the Total cost for all training listed on this report?___________________________________.

Click on the red “X” in the upper right-hand corner of the screen to close the STL report and return to the Reports menu.

To see all training programmed for a specific Case ID, no matter when the training will take place:

Click, Country STL (remarks)
Select your Country
In Case ID enter the Case: (i.e. 08I for IMET, 08B for CTFP, or any other case identifier that you know of for one of your training Programs.  It may be an FMS program etc.)
Click Go.

Your report will be displayed.

Click on the red “X” in the upper right-hand corner of the screen to close the STL report and return to the Reports menu.

Click on Site, then Home to return to the ISAN Web main screen.

Detailed Student Information

To view detailed information about a student (i.e. Name, Passport, Arrival Information etc.) follow the steps below.

Click on My Options, and then select Country Service STL
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The default is to show all Active Students (i.e. students in training today).  You can use the Choose Student Status dropdown box to change this default to a different criterion and click Go.

To see All students for the given criteria, leave the Show all Students… dropdown box as it is and click the Go button.  Or, you can use the dropdown box to select a specific student.

A list, similar to the STL report, will be displayed showing the training matching your criteria.

Click on the Student’s Name to see their detailed information.

Click on the Folder icon next to the ITO number to see the student’s ITO.
Click on the red “X” in the upper right-hand corner of the screen to close the Student List and return to the Country Service STL menu.

Finding a Course in the Training MASL

The catalog of courses available for international military students is called the MASL, “Materials and Articles Services List.  It provides information on Courses and Training Activities/Schoolhouses.

To view the MASL:

Click, Reports
Select, Create MASL Report 
The following screen appears:
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[ air-to-air (196)

[ air-to-surface (197)

O aireraft engine/aiframe (321)
Camphibious oparations (124)
armament (324)




From this screen, you can search for courses matching a variety of search criteria. 
From top left to bottom right, the selection blocks on this screen are:
Max records to display.  The default is 200, but you can display up to 4,000 records. Remember that the information is coming from the Internet, so the more records you ask for, the more time the report will take to generate and display. 
Sort by. Here you can select to either sort by the MASL # or by the MASL title.  
Format. You can select either a web-based (HTML) report or a .pdf (Adobe Acrobat) formatted report.

MASL ID.  If you know the exact MASL ID of the course you’re looking for, enter it here. An example would be “D178262”
MASL Title. If you know the title of the course you want, or just a single word that is part of the title, enter it here. An example would be “Foreign Purchaser”
Course No. Most schools have their own naming / numbering system for their courses, and are usually different than the MASL number.  If you know that name or number, enter it here. An example would be “SAM-I-TRAINING”.
Course Description.  Enter a word or words here that might be in the description of the course.  An example would be “pilot training”.
Activity. Enter the 3 to 10 character code that identifies the location of the training. An example would be “DWPTDISAM”
Analysis Classification. Click on one of these blocks to find courses that match one or more of the classifications listed, such as “Administration” or “Damage Control”.
MASL Category. Click on one or more of the blocks listed to find courses that match the MASL categories listed, such as “Command/Staff (171)” or “Civilian Institution (178)”.  Note: Some MASL categories are quite large, and just selecting a MASL category alone might generate the “Sorry, please keep this report short” message. 

To view the information available for the Ranger Course, in the MASL field enter: B121181.
The following screen will appear:
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Information displayed includes: MASL ID, Analysis Code, ECL Requirement, Title, Activity Code, Effective Date, Expiration Date, Does the course qualify for Expanded IMET, Sensitivity, Security Classification, Course Description, Prerequisites and International Notes from the IMSO.

Click the “hand holding paper” icon [image: image17.png]


 (next to the number 1.) to see the entire details of the course including the price.
Click on the red “X” in the upper right-hand corner of the screen to close the Course Detail window.

Click on the Back button to return to the MASL Criteria screen.

For the next search, type captains career into the MASLTitle block, select Web Report and click on “Go”   
Notice, all the results have the words “captains career” somewhere in the Course Title.  Press the Page Up or Page Down keys or drag the scroll bar to scroll thru this T-MASL report.

Locate the following MASL ID, B171207, and Click  [image: image18.png]


  icon next to it to view the detailed MASL data (use the scroll bar to see all of the data available).  
Note: Not all courses will have comprehensive course description, prerequisites, notes and Int’l notes information. Some courses won’t have any of this information at all! This information is uploaded by the IMSOs and the MILDEPs, and it will take time for them to get their information uploaded to this new system.  

Click on the red “X” in the upper right hand corner to close this window, and then click on the “Search Again” button at the top of the screen.

Arrival Information
As you’ll now see, there’s an easier way to find out who is due to leave for training in the near future.  Click on My Options, then on Arrival Information.  You should see a screen similar to the one below showing students who have a first report date within the next 60 days (60 days is the default, you can change it):
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Try using the options for different reports by selecting different activities and time frames from the pull down menus.  

Click on the red “X” to close this window when you’re done viewing it. 

ITO Repositiory

The last item we’ll look at in this exercise is the ITO repository.  Click on My Options, then on ITO Repository.  You should see a screen similar to the one below:
