selected for such positions.

Hand-tailored, short, intensive training program
designed specifically to meet the defense needs of a
country.

Familiarizes international military officers and civil-
ians to types of training provided by US Security
Assistance International Military Education and
Training (IMET) and Foreign Military Sales (FMS).

Provides international military officers with a vehicle
to delve in detail into a particular topic of strategic
importance to their country’s armed forces.

Provides a time-sensitive way for a country’s military
and civilian defense leaders to receive the informa-
tion that they need to develop solutions to issues
specific to their country.

Consists of visits to military training installations,
schools and government agencies where relevant
expertise resides.

Not to exceed |4 days plus overseas travel time.

Limited to not more than seven participants per

tour.
